.The Board of Control o the X,H.S5.A.A., met at the K.H.5,4.,4. building,

" Lexington, on Saturday morning, October 11, 1%58. The meeting was called
to order by President Russell Williamson at 10:00, with all Board members,
Commissioner Theo, A. 3anford, and Assistant Commissioner J, B. Mansfield
present.

Louis Litchfield moved, seconded by Cecil A. Thornton, that the reading
of the minutes of the July 25th meeting be waived, since the members of
Board had received copies of these minutes. The motionm was carried
unanimously.,

W. 3, Crowdus, Chairman of the Football Championship Committee, reported
that balloting on the proposed football play-offs had resulted in a2 vote
0f 80-=17 in favor of the tentative plan set up by the Board of Control.
There was & general discussion of some of the problems involved in setting
up the proposed plan.  W. H. Crowdus moved, seconded by Cecil A, Thornton,
that the football play-offs be get up, beginning in 1959, and that the
Commissioner be authorized to determine by the next meeting if possible th
classifications desired fox thelr teams by Lhe school principals. The
motion was carried unanimously.

The Commissioner gave a short report of the recent survey which had been
made concerning the certification and duties of K.H.3,A.A. coaches. Since
the statistical information requested had not been received from all
Association member sgchools, it was suggested that the final report on
non-complying schools be deferred until the December meeting of the Board,

Louis Litchfield moved, seconded by W. H, Crowdus, that the next meeting
of the Board of Control be held in Lexington on December 20, 19%58. The
motion was carried unanimously.

K., G. Gillaspie moved, seconded by Cecil A. Thorntomn, that all bills of
the Association for the period begimning July 25, 1958, and ending October
16, 1958, be allowed. The motion was carried unanimously.
