The form also continues to contain notes made to help
you determine how calculations were derived and detail the exclusion of certain elements related to
Archery and Bass Fishing which are true coed sport-activities.

In the first section you will note many factors such as per total participation, total expenditures,
participant spending (per gender), and many other factors to be considered as you move forward with
future planning. You will also note on Row 13, the determination of the underrepresented gender in
your school. This is a critical element in determining Title IX compliance.

The Test 1 (traditionally called the “numbers” test) section again contains guidance as to the number of
new participants in the underrepresented gender needed to meet this test. Explanatory notes in the
right column should help verify the calculations, which were done by the system based on the
submitted data.

The Test 2 (traditionally called the “recent history of expanding sport offerings for the underrepresented
gender” test) section contains the information for Test 2 and the calculations were done solely by the
system based on the submitted data.
