School persozmel
should continue to develop increased tGprime
time'' opporttmities for girls' basketball.

The summary and team charts are inaccurate.
Some team reports were not identified.

Travel and Per X Transportation is not provided for either boys'
Ditm or girls' programs to off-campus practice sites.
Allowances Tenm report and summary report are consistent.

X There appears to be a salary discrepancy in a
Coaclting coaching position dealing with girls' and boys'

basketball. Any changes in the salary schedule
should be docllmented. The way it is listed on
the report reflects an inequity. The report
indicates that all of the softball coaches work
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off-campus, as well as a1l of the bmseball
coaches.

Locker Rooms, X ' Take a look at the dressing room for soccer.
Practice and There aze some inconsistencies. Privacy needs
Competitive to be provided in locker room restrooms where
Facilities doors are missing. lt is recommend that a

temporary fence be purchased for the softball
field to assure that girls experience hitting more
hom e rtms.
