The most recent Student Interest Survey was
conducted during the 2013-2014 school year.
Students in grades 9-11 were surveyed with a
return rate of 81%. Information on the most
recent T-3 form supports the results from the
Student Interest Survey with shown interest in
archery and bass fishing. Interviews with
administration indicated the addition of archery
for the 2014-15 school year. Interviews with
administration also indicated that due to
insurance regulations as set forth by the
Jefferson County Public School System, bass
fishing could not be added as a sport activity.
According to submitted documents, and with
the addition of archery for boys and girls, there
are currently thirteen (13) varsity sports for
females and thirteen (13) varsity sports for
males. A total of twenty-six (26) sport level
opportunities are provided for males and for
females.

Equipment and
Supplies

There was written evidence of a four (4) year
uniform review plan for replacement and/or
purchase. Viewed uniforms appeared to be of
high quality and equitable with regard to the
guantity provided and showed parity for the like
sports. Interviews with administration indicated
that uniforms are purchased and retained, on a
yearly basis, by the athletes of bowling,
swimming, tennis, and golif. Coaches
interviewed were well aware of the uniform
plan. All other viewed equipment appeared to
be of high quality and available for equitable
access.

Scheduling of
Games and
Practice Time

There was viewed evidence of all sport
schedules that showed comparability and
equity with regard to the number of competitive
event opportunities provided. There was
written evidence of equitable scheduling for the
shared facilities of the large and small
gymnasium. There was also written evidence
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for priority usage of scheduling for the
Memorial Stadium, the George Sauer Athletic
Complex, and the Rachel Baker Field Hockey
Complex.

Travel and Per
Diem Allowances

There was written evidence of a fravel
guideline that indicated the mode of transport
to include school provided school activity bus,
parent transport, and specifics with regard fo
administrative approval for van, airline, or
charter bus use. Type of fransport was also
identified for those competitive events that fall
within 125 miles of the school as compared to
those events that are farther than the 125 miie
limit. The per diem guideline provided the
specifics for KHSAA post season events that
included $20.00 per athiete per day allowance
to be used for housing and food. There was
also a written guideline that requires prior
approval from school administration for request
of any additional funds regarding travel and per
diem.

Coaching

There was viewed evidence of a school board
approved salary schedule which showed
overall equivalence in the base salary provided
and comparable in the number of coaching
positions provided for the like sports. 1t
appears that any differences in salary are due
to step pay increments based on years of
experience in that position. The approximate
athlete to coach ratio, with regard to
accessibility, is 16:1 for males and 15:1 for
females.  According to indicated data, it
appears that approximately four (4) out of
thirteen (13) head coaches are located on-
campus for both boys and girls teams.
Students interviewed gave indication of access
and available contact to those coaches located
off-campus.  Interviews with administration
indicated verbal, informal type evaluations of
coaches at the end of each season.

Locker Rooms,
Practice and
Competitive
Facilities

There was written evidence of locker room
assignment for all teams. All viewed locker
roomsg appeared to be equitable and with
similar amenities. There was also written
evidence of storage assignment for all teams
except bowling, golf, and swimming. All
viewed facilities were excellent and well
maintained. On campus competitive facilities
included those for softball, field hockey,
boys/girls basketball, wrestling, volleyball,
track, and archery, Off campus competitive
facilities include Manual Stadium for boys/girls
soccer, football, and lacrosse, Iroquois and
Shawnee Park for golf, Central for swimming,
Execulive Sirike and Spare for bowling,
Stansbury and Central Park for tennis, Derby
City for baseball, and Riverroad for cross
country. The baseball team has secondary
access to the Derby City Baseball facility
through a lease agreement with Spading
University.  Practice fields for football and
lacrosse are available on campus, as part of
the George Sauer Athletic Complex. Soccer
practices utilize a large, open, ouffield area as
part of the baseball practice field located at
Manual Stadium. There is a school provided
activity bus that provides transportation to the
off-campus practice and game sites. Thereis a
clothes washer and dryer, available to all
coaches, located off the large gym in the main
school building.




Medical and
Training Facilities
and Services

There was evidence of one (1) weight room
which is located on the bottom floor or the main
school building. The weight room was well
maintained,  spacious, accessible, and
provided appropriate equipment for female
use. A schedule showing access and usage
was in the Title IX file and posted at the site.
Athletes interviewed indicated the use of the
weight room by both boys and girls teams. An
athletic trainer is provided through a contract
with Kentucky One. The athietic trainer is at
the school on a daily basis and at all home
events. A schedule giving contact information,
location and availability was posted at the
athletic training room site. There was written
evidence of emergency action plans for all
facility sites.

Publicity

There was written evidence of an awards
guideline that provided the specifics for letters,
chevrons, class number, and academic
achievements. It also included the provision
for end-of-season banquets for each team and
also criteria for the dispilay of banners for
individual and team accomplishments. There
were also viewed publications of sports
programs for the fall, winter, and spring
seasons that provided publicity for all teams.
Interviews with administration indicated one
cheerleading squad, dance team, and band as
support groups for football, boys and girls
basketball. Interviews with administration
indicated the process of administrative
oversight to ensure overall, equitable support.

Support Services

Interviews with administration indicated that
there are booster clubs, with outside accounts,
for all teams. There was written evidence of
signed booster agreements in the Title IX file.
The booster agreements require that all
fundraising projects and expenditures must
have prior Principal/Administrative approval.
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An overall review of the expenditures shows
that DuPont Manual High Schoo! has met the
parameters, with regard to spending, both on a
percentage and per athlete basis for the past
three (3) years. There were designated offices
for football, girls basketball, boys basketball,
track/cross country, volleybali, and softball.
