Comments: According to submitted repods, the most recent Student lnterest Survey was
administered during the 2013-2014 school year. Students in grades 8-1 1 were surveyed with
a return rate of 8404.

Accommodation X The most recent Student Interest Survey was
of Interests and administered during the 2013-14 school year.
Abilities Students in grades 8-11 were surveyed with a

return rate of 840:. According to the data
submitted, there are currently ten (10) varsity
spods for females and twelve (12) for males.
Archery and fishing are the most recent spod
activity oppodunities that have been added for
males and females. Information submitted on
the most recent TL3 form suppods the results
from the Student Interest Survey showing an
initial interest in bowling. School administration
indicated that the bowling interest is being
pursued to vajjdate real interest. Those results
should be included on the T-3 form of the 2015
Annual Report,

Equipment and X There was written evidence of a three (3) year
Supplies uniform review plan for replacement and/or

purchase. Viewed uniforms of aII spods were
of high quality and appeared to be comparable
for the quantlty provided. Student-athletes of
track, golf, tennis, and swim ming purchase and
retain their own uniform s. There was also
written evidence for the process of required
inventory that takes place at the beginning and
at ihe end of each season, Coaches
interviewed were aware of the uniform review
plan. AIl other viewed equipment appeared to
be of high quality and available for equitable
aCCeSS.

Scheduling of X There was viewed evidence of aIl spod
Games and schedules which showed com parability and
Practice Tim e equity with regard to the number of com petitive

event oppodunities provided. There was
viewed evidence of equitable scheduling for
the shared facilities of the gymnasium and
weight room. Schedules, showing usage, were
in the Title IX file and also published on the
school website,
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Travel and Per X There was written evidence of a travel and per
Diem Allowances diem guideline that indicated school bus usage

for mode of transpodation and a $15.00 one
meal-a-day allowance for student athietes
qualifying for state tournament competitions.
This guideline also included the criteria and
school board approvai process for out-of-state
competition tripls). Interviews with student
athletes and coaches indicated the use of
charter buses for transpod and that meal
allowance has been provided on some away
and/or out-of- state contests, There was no
written provision of administrative oversight
with regard to expenditure parameters for
overnight stay (hotel) and meal allowance.

Coaching X There was viewed evidence of a school board
approved salary schedule which showed
overall equivalence in the base salaly provided
and com parability in the number of coaching
positions for the Iike spods. Varying am ounts
in coaching salary dealt with increment
allotments awarded for years of coaching
experience ranging from one to ten years. The
approxim ate athlete to coach ratio, with regard
to accessibility, is 9:1 for males and 8:1 for
females. Based on received data, it appears
that approximately 50% of the head coaches
for fem ale teams are Iocated on campus
compared to 60% of the head coaches for
male teams. lnterviews with athletes indicated
the oppodunity for available access to aII
coaches. There was written evidence of an
evaluation tool for coaches. Coaching
evaluations should be completed at the end of
each spod season so that a plan for growth
and development may be included.
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Locker Room s, X There was written evidence of Iocker room
Practice and assignment for aIl teams. There are currently
Comqetîtive four (4) Iocker rooms used by males and four
Facillties (4) Iocker rooms used by females. Exclusive

Iocker rooms used by males are the basketball
and football teams. Exclusive locker rooms
used by fem ales are the basketball, volleyball,
and softball teams. AII viewed Iocker rooms
appeared to be equitable and with similar
amenities. There was also written evidence of
storage assignment for aII teams. A1I viewed
facilities appeared to be well-maintained and in
good condition. Off cam pus facilities include
the Sower Soccer Complex for girls and boys
soccer games, Juniper Hills and Frankfort
Country Club for the golf teams, and swimming
held at the Exum Center at Kentucky State. AI1
competitive facilities appear to be equitable
and with similar amenities. Since the previous
audit, there has been an addition of a softball
locker room , softball press box access, and
development of a volleyball locker room .
lnterviews with student athletes indicated some
concern with regard to the condition of the
track and running Ianes not being clear and
visible. There is available access to
washer/dryers by aII coaches. One set is
Iocated across from the boys basketball office
area and another Iocated in the athletic
complex. In the audit of 2008, this area
received a deficiency. Due the improvements
that have occurred with softball and volleyball,
this deficiency has been addressed.
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Medical and X There was evidence of one (1) weight room
Training Facilities Iocated at the Athletic Complex on the school
and Services camjus. The weight room was very spacious,

provlded equitable access, and with
appropriate pquipment for female use.
Schedules showing use and access were
Iocated in the Title IX file. Interviews with
student athletes indicated use of the weight
room. An Athletic Trainer is provided through a
contract with the Frankfod Regïonal Medical
Center. Daily services are provided as well as
attendance to aI1 home athletic events. There
are two (2) training rooms; one for fall and
spring sports Iocated in the athletic complex
and a second one located in an area off the
gymnasium for the winter sports. Both areas
are well maintained and provide equitable
access to aIl student athletes. lnterviews with
adm inistration indicate that the opportunity for
athletic physicals is provided to aII students,
free of charge, by a core group of Iocal
physicians. The oppodunity for an athletic
physical is done several times a year. There
was written evidence of emergency plans for
aII athletic venues located in the Title IX file.

Publicity X There was written evidence of an awards
guideline that provided the specifics for end-of-
season banquets, banner achievement display,
and KHSAA post-season event trophy display.
Published schedule cards and team posters
are made avaîlable for aII sports team, as well
as equitable promotion of spods teams during
school pep assemblies. There was written
evidence of a guideline for the suppod groups
of cheerleading, dance team, and band that
provided for administrative oversight insuring
overall equitable support.

Support Services X An overall review of expenditures for the past
three (3) years shows that Franklin County
High School has met the parameters, with
regard to spending, both on a percentage and
per athlete basis. Interviews with
administration indicated that aII sports teams
have booster clubs, with outside accounts,
except for tennis and track. Signed booster
agreements for aIl appropriate teams were
included in the Title IX file. W ritten evidence
within the booster agreements indicated that alI
fundraising activities and expenditures for
those dollars require approval by school
administration. Interviews with coaches
indicated knowledge of the school approval
process to purchase items. There were
designated office space areas for on-campus
coaches and also for off-campus coaches that
included phone, computer access, and
meeting areas for coaches and athletes.
