(Selection of Cheerleaders) On or before January 2, 2001, the school shall provide
mformation to the KHSAA concerning the manner in which cheerleaders are selected for
boys” and girls’ teams. If cheerleaders are selected in such a way as to result in an
arguably better (i.e., “A” team vs. “B” team) cheerleaders performing at boys’ events, the
school shall also submit a plan under which cheerleaders of equal ability shall perform at
an equal number of boys” and girls’ games in comparable sports (i.e., boys’ varsity and
girls’ varsity basketball games).
