School personnel have completed several items for correction, such as adding heat to the
soflball/baseball locker room, updating track equipment and monitoring excessive travel
by the boys' basketball team,

6. Observed D eficiencies in Overall Girls and Boys Athletics Program s
The lack of school-sponsored transportation to the soccer field for the student-athletes

, in
particular those students who are tmder the driving age.

7. Facilit'y Recom m endations or Concerns
Although the quality and condition of the field is adequate, the location of the soccer field
is a considerable distance from the campus, therefore requiring soccer coaches and
student-athletes the btlrden of traveling on a regular basis that no other athlete is required
to endtu-e. The benest of this facility being on-campus would be an advantage to the
school, coaches atld student-athletes. The school and Board of Education should actively
investigate the feasibility of moving the soccer progrnm on-campus.

(Selection of Cheerleaders) On or before April 15, 2004, the school is requested to
movide izlfbrmation to the ICHSAA concerning the manner in which cheerleadets are
selected for boys' and girls' teams. If cheerleaders are selected in such a way as to result
in arguably better (i.e. CIA'' team vs. (IB'' team) cheerleaders performing at boys' events,
the school shall also submit a plan under which cheerleaders of equal ability shall
perform at an equal number of boys' and girls' gnmes in comparable sport (i.e., boys'
varsity and girls' varsit'y basketball gnme).
