Accomm odation X Currently, al1 KHSAA sanctioned sports except
of lnterests and socoer are offered. A total of thirteen tepm s,
Abilities including varsity, junior varsity and freslunan

levels, are available for fem ale padicipallts.

Equipment and X A m itten poliey regarding the purchase of
Supplies tmiform s is included in the Title IX tiles. An

inspection of storage areas during the Title IX
Revisit suggests that male and fem ale team s are
comparably equipped.

Scheduling of X For the 2004-2005 and the 2005-2006
Gam es and basketball seasons, the girls' teams were
Practice Time compliant in meeting the standard for prime

dates. For the 2005-2006 season, the girls are
slated to play five of their eleven (461$) home
gnm es on Friday, Saturday or Sunday.

Travel and Per X Based on com m ents m ade during the Title IX
Diem Revisit, both genders have comparable
Allowances opportunities to participate in off campus

tournaments. The Gender Equity Review
Connmittee m ay want to give consideration to
the developm ent of a policy that covers m eal
allotments for a11 team m embers.

Coaching X A copy of an extra service schedtlle for
coaching positions is on file in the school's
Title IX docum ents. During the interview
phase of the Title IX Revisit, the opinion was
expressed that eoaching supplements for the
various spol'ts should be reviewed. lt is noted
that parity between Sçlike'' sports, such as
baseball arld softball, does exist, The athletic
progrnm m ay be strengthened if som e form of
evaluation for coaching performance is
implemented.
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Locker Room s, X Overall, the locker toom s, practice and
Praetice and competitive facilities are rated as satisfadory.
Com petitive The loeker room s for the basketball tenm s are
Facilitivs comparable and well appointed. A storage area

adjacent to the gymnasium tloor has been
designated as a loclter room for volleyball.
However, if at a11 possible, this sm all area
should be expanded, outfitted with lockers and
wired for electricity. The softball tepm new
has a locker room  in the building located
beneath the bleachers at the football field. A
num ber of upgrades have been made to the
practice and competitive facilities since the
original Title IX V isit conducted in October of
2001 ; im provem ents include: sealing the 'Lrack,
resuzfacing the tennis coul'ts, installation of a
new scoreboard in the gymnasium  and the
construction of a building for storage and
concessions, Additionally, at the soflball field,
the fence was relocated, a press box built and a
scoreboard added. Currently, a new press box
is being constructed at the baseball field. The
facilities provided for the male and female
athletic tenm s are equivalent.

M edical and X In the past the sehool board has endeavored to
Training acquire training services but, to date has been
Faeilities and unsuccessful in garnering satisfactory
Senrices arrangem ents for their athletes. lt is highly

reoom m ended by the KHSAA Audit Team that
upgrading the weight room be a priority. There
is a need for additional weights that aze
appropriate for fem ales and the addition of
tmiversal machines would be atttmed to the
needs of fem ale athletes. The weight room
gives the impression of being a m ale preserve
and it would be benefici>l to create an
environment that is m ore gender neutral.
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Publicity X There is one cheerleading squad at Allen
Cotmty .-- Scottsville High School and it is
eqttitably assigned to m ale arid fem ale athletic
events, Seasonal schedule cards ate printed.
Also, recently a number of strategies were
initiated to bring m ore recognition to athletes
of team s other than basketball and football.

Support X Policies and procedures are in place to monitor
Services the activities of booster groups and school

persormel provide appropriate administrative
control regarding fund raising and expenditures
by such groups. For this school year, the
sehool board provided a total of $57,000 for
athletics and the Athletic Director allocated the
m oney to the various teams on atz equitable
basis.
