Recruiting more girls for softball wms an item for correction by the 2000-200 1, school year.
This goal has not been met and should continue to be completed as soon as possible.
The medical and training item is no longer an issue because NKU no longer provides a

person for this position at all.
The scheduling of games and practice times has been corrected.

Observed Defkiencies in Overall Girls and Boys Athletics Program s
The school is small and only has 86 students enrolled. This creates several problems
including in some cases having enough students to field a tenm in sports. However, this
does not excuse the fact that cheerleaders cheer for the boys' basketball tenm but do not
cheer for the girls' basketball team.

7. Facility Recommendations or Concerns
The boys' and girls' basketball teams havt to share a locker room . lt is apparent to the
Audit Telm M embers and the Gender Equity Review Committee that there is no remedy for
this simation at this time. However, it is recommended that the committee and school
officials continue to try and find a solution whenever possible.
lf softball is played again in the future, an appropriate place for the girls to play softball

should be provided.
