All uniforms viewed appeared to be in excellent
condition and were of equivalent quality.
inventories of equipment are kept electronically
by each coach and sent to the athletic director.
Coaches meet with the athletic director each
year to prioritize equipment needs. The
schooi uniform policy states that no team may
go longer than four years without purchasing
new uniforms. The purchase of uniforms
requires prior approval by the school
administration.

Scheduling of
Games and
Practice Time

The use of the athietic facilities appears to be
scheduled equitably. The school played 40 %
of girls' baskethall games in prime time last
year. Their current schedule reflects that they
will play 55% of home games in prime time this
year. Practice schedules were located in the
Master Title IX file and posted for many
facilities.




Travel and Per
Diem Allowances

There are board anhd school policies that
encompass travel guidelines. All students are
transported to athletic contests by district
school busses outside of the county
boundaries. Thirty five thousand dollars of
these transportation costs are paid for by board
of education funds. Overnight travel must have
school and board approval. The school has a
policy that requires student athletes to be
provided a meal in certain circumstances for all
teams. All meal receipts are turned in to the
school athletic director. This plan does allow
school officials to monitor expenditures in this
area; however, auditors recommended that the
Gender FEquity Committee explore the
possibility of adding a per-diem amount to
current policy.

Coaching

Pay is comparable for both male and female
sports. A salary schedule was found in the
Title 1X file. One boy's sporis coach is not
employed on campus and two girls sport
coaches are not employed on campus for this
school year. There are numerous female
coaches on staff and the school appears to
have a good ratio of coaches per numbers of
athietic teams.

All athletes at the school were assigned to
locker-room space. All athletic facilities are on
campus except boys’ and girls’ soccer,
swimming, and boys' and girls’ golf. The
school has recently constructed a new girls'
softball field and new tennis courts. Due to
flooding and sewer issues, auditors could not
view the football locker-room. Through
interviews conducted with coaches and student
athletes auditors were told that the facility is
comparable with the other locker-rooms used
by student athletes.




Medical and X All students have access to the physical
Training Facilities therapist when needed. The school has
and Services recently added a training/weight room  with a
wide variety of training and weight eguipment.
This new facility is used by all girls’ teams and
boys’ basketball.  All other boys’ sport teams
use the weight room located at the football and
track and field facility.

Publicity X Barren County High School has an impressive
variety of ways the school recognizes student
athletes. Student media guides for student
athletes at the school are produced by the
business department at the school. The
school has a banner for each sport with the
same criteria for honors. A special event to
meet fall, winier, and spring sports team
athletes is held each year. . Pep Rallies are
also held and all sports teams get intreduced.
