5. Brief Summary/Analysis of the Corrective Action Plan (T-60)
School personnel did not address Accommodation of Interest and Abilities in their
Corrective Action Plan. The school offers most sports sanctioned by the IU-ISAA;
however, there has been no expansion of existing programs for the girls' program in the
last five years,

6. Observed Dtficiencits in Overall Girls and Boys Athletics Programs
The school has a shortage of locker space and storage space. The sohball and baseball
field are in need of field maintenance and care by the school district.

Facility Recommendations or Concerns
lt is strongly suggested that before any improvements are made to any facility,
improvements to the softball field need alzd should be addressed before the 2004 sohball
season begins. The field is in yoor condition mzd does not have several mnenities. Plans
for a new softball field should lnclude better dugouts, a press box and a concession stand.

(Selection of Cheerleaders) On or before April 15y 2004, the school is requested to
provide infonmation to the KHSAA concerning the manner in which cheerleaders are
selected for boys' and girls' teams. If cheerleaders are selected in such a way as to result
in arguably better (i.e. ççA'' team vs. CCB'' team) cheerleaders performing at boys' events,
the school shall also submit a plan under which cheerleaders of equal ability shall
perform at a!z equal number of boys' and girls' gmnes in comparable sport (i.e., boys'
varsity and girls' varsity basketball game).

(Prime Time Contest/Girls' Basketball) On or before April 15, 2004, the school is
requested to provide information to the KHSAA concerning the number of I<prime time''
games scheduled (games to be played on Friday and/or Saturday nights) for its girls'
varsity basketball team during the 2004-2005 season.
