Scheduling of X ltprim e tim e'' scheduling for girls' baslcetball
Gam es and was discussed. The school's 2002-2003
Practice Time basketball schedttle shows 40% of girls' home

games played in Ckprime time'' and 53% of its
total games in iGprime timeh'. School officials
were told that the school should continue to
progress tow ard the goal of 50% of home
games being played in ckprime tim e''. The
school visit showed that the school strives to
share a11 practice facilities in an eqtzitable
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m afm er.

Travel and Per X The sllmmary form (T-16) in the school file
Diem  does not agree with all the team form s in the
Allowancçs a'rea of provision of m eals. School ofticials are

requested to correct this data by the end of the
current school year.

Coaching X No coaches a're paid at Portland Christian High
School, therefore, no salaries are shown on
forms T-18-T-25.

Locker Rooms, X School officials were told that a -1--26 fonn
Practice and should be in the school tàle for every locker
Com petitive room , not everjr team . It is requested that -1--26
Facilities fonns be corrected by the end of the ctu-rent

school year. School officials were told that a
-1--27 form should be in the school file for every
practice and/or eompetitive facility, not every
team . It is requested that the -1--27 form s be
corrected by the end of the current school year.
Both the baseball and the softball selds are
off-cam pus. The school provides transpoMation
to both facilities for games and practices. The
softball and baseball fields appear to be
equitable:

Publicity X Cheerleading was disoussed. The school has
one cheerleading squad which cheers at a'rl
equal ntunber of boys' and girls' basketball
games, b0th hom e and away.

Support X Forms -1--35 and T-36, as submitted to KHSAA
Senrices in 1999-2000 and in 2001-2002, show an

inequity in spending during both years. These
reports show that in 1999-2000, $143 per
female athlete was spent for equipment and
supplies. During the same year, $280 per male
athlete was spènt. ln 2001-2002, the report
shows that $73.17 was spent per female athlete
and $180.67 per male athlete was spent. (See
KHSAA Recomnnended Action.) The school

This letter is kn response foz additional informadota, to complete the Title IX audit visit of Apzil 80 2003. 'fhe
atea of Support Services, itz particular the monies spetlt on female and male atlietes, shows an inequity.
Portland Chrisliatz Sclaool afte:t tlae 1999-2000 and 2001-2002 school years changed its bookkeeping to tty to
get a better handle ott spetading. The school also tded to add moze female spozts. These two actions ctid help
tlle partkipation but did very little to alleviate the spending ineqttides. Tlae school yearv of 2001-2002, was
dziven out of alignment by the donadon of $4000.00 to the boys basketball progrnm, foz new uniforms.
Portland, in this scllool year, did not hqve a gitls vatsity basketball team . The JV girls basketball squad did
putchase new tmifozms, along with the varsity volleyball team, but tliese purchases did not offset the donaéon.

Portland Chzisdan, itz the school yeat 2002-2003, set new guidelines and tesponsibiliées as to the puzchase of
any and all eqtlipment. This has tesulted in closer and more eqtétable spending, Tllis yeat the enEte monies
spent on female atliletes *as $5932.38 and $6141.82 on male athletes. The sc-hool spent $78.06 on 76 female
athletes and $99.06 otl 62 male athletes. These amounts still need some twealdng, but w111,1 fhe fact tlut we

the spending, thus making the Support Services issue equitable.
