girls for the new athletic field house.

Scheduling of X School perscmnel need to continue to schedule
Gam es and girls' basketball games in prime tim e so as to
Practice Tim e reflect a'tl equivalent schedule for boys and girls.

This includes scheduling al1 varsity games in the
high school gymnasitlm .

The school should clarify its efforts to condud
double-header basketball gam es in prime tim e to
focus on weekend play as defined in scheduling
recom mendations. There is no mandate to play
week-night doubleheader games and sueh may in
fact be to the detriment of both program s due to
travel considerations, however, prim e-time

doubleheaders (games played on nights for which
there is no school on the following day), should
be continued.

School persomAel need to be more specit'ic on
how they plan to address this issue on the 2001-
2002 Corrective Action Plan due April 15, 2002.

Loeker Room s, X The baseball team  and soltball team utilize fields

Practice and at the local park (ldlehour). While there has been
Com petitive an outstanding cooperative effol't between the
Facilifies Park Board and the school, the school must be

aware that by playing its games at the facility, it
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is therefore obligated to ensure equal treatment of
males and females. ln this regard, careftll
attention should be paid to the hitting areas,
dugout layout and design, and general uplceep of
the playing stlrface.
The girls' basketball team should play all of its
varsity gam es in the high school gym nasium .
Several sports team s share locker room space for
boys and girls. The girls' basltetball tenm uses the
PE locker room at the m iddle school where the
girls' junior vatsity and varsity teams practiee and
play single gam es, The lockers are % size lockers.
There is som e storage for PE and basketball. The
girls' basketball coach has aln oftice in this
facility. Girls' baslcetball uses an additional
locker room at the high school only when they
play double headers.
The boys' locker room at the high school is m ore
convenient as they practice and play al1 of their
gam es in this facility. This locker room is
cacpeted with adequate full size lockers and nice
graphics. There is some storage there for
basltetball and girls' softball in an area under the

bleachers. Furthermore, there is an adjacent office
for boys' baslcetball coaches,
There is also a locker room available for the
visiting boys' basketball team s and is also used
by the schools PE classes.
The elem entary school gymnasittm  is an inferior
facilit'y and should not be used for girls' varsity
basltetball.
The newly constructed athletic field house
contains a large football locker room . This
facility includes about 40 custom made long
loclcers, restrooms, showers, a large classroom ,
football coaches ' office which has a VCR/TV

,

desks, computer equipment, and small
refrigerator.
The basement of the new field house has a large
room with m ats and is cttrrently used by the
cheerleaders for practice although there is some
concern for securi'ty and safety surrounding the
ingress and egress to the lower portion of the
facility.
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The facility has a large weight room used
primarily by football but is available to a1l
athletes.
Access to the field house weight room  is a
potential problem . Though available to the
general student bodyp there is not a posted time
for fem ale athletes to train outside the presence of
m ale athletes, and past usage indioates a
dom inant usage by m ale athletes. ln addition, the
football weight room offers the privacy and a
devoted area necessaty for suoh training, but does
not appear to be equipped with weight equipm ent
consistent with the needs of fem ales, and
certainly that area does not allow for co-training
by m ales and fem ales.

M edical and X 80th boys' and girls' sports should be given
Training equivalent consideration for coverage by athletie
Facilities and training staff and other medical personnel.

Publieity X The school appears to be providing equivalent
coverage to boys' mnd girls' tenms by
cheerleaders, pep bands, etc. There is som e
coverage of girls' basketball gam es by the local
m edia. There was som e concern at the public
com ment session regarding the school's inabili'ty
to regulate coverage by m edia, however, school
representatives are rem inded that while they
cannot force an outlet to cover a team , they do
control the issuance of media credentials and m ay
need to use that leverage to ensure equal
treatm ent. Absent consent fw m local m edia to
cover boys and girls, the school m ust be receptive
to other public relations and publicity efforts to
support its female athletes to counter the support
given the boys' team s by outside entities.

There is a trophy case in the lobby of the
gym nasium . The case displays trophies and
awards for both boys' and girls' sports and
activities. The gym nasium houses a nice display
of recognition banners honoring the
accom plishm ents of boys and girls in all sports.
Policies should be developed by the Athletic
Department to ensure equal treatm ent regarding
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program production, schedule card production,
and m edia guide production to ensure that other
entities such as booster organizations do not
affect com pliance. In addition, these policies
should include specifications for recognition of
the success ()f team s including trophy cases and
banner display.

Support Senrices X Appear to be consistent treatm ent for a1l m ale and
female partioipants. The school should be aware
of the pitfalls and problem s than can exist with
separate atld independent booster organizations
for each spol't. At m inimum , the school should
enter into contractual relationships with these
groups to ensure compliance with school, state
and federat law . The school should require
tluough policies approved at the school, site
based, and board of education level, that the
booster organizations regularly subm it complete
and audited financial reports to the school so as
to include these amounts reoeived and spent by
these organizations in any required reporting.

5. Brief Summary/Analysis of The Corrective Action Plan (T-60)
The 2000-2001 Corrective Action Plan is not specific enough on plans for m ore fem ale

- 9tI' ders The 2001-2002 planparticipation
, more fem ale coaehes, and m ore program s tor gra .

should include a written description on how these items are to be correded. In addition,
there should be more detail on the plan for upgrading the locker rooms and softball facilities,
prim e tim e scheduling, and weight reom  sclwduling.



6. Observed Deficiencies in Overall Girls and Boys Athletics Program s
The primary deficiency noted is the appearmlce that the school may not be in compliance
with either of the parts of the com pliance test. Though a final determ ination is not the
jurisdiction of this office, it would appear that the school could better comply by honoring
the results of its surveys and addillg new competitive opporttlnities for fem ales. The interest
appears to be documented by the sunreys, and must be addressed in the near f'tzttlre.

The overall deficiencies include disparities in the quality of the baseball and softball
facilities, the quality of the girls' loclcer rooms, and the lack of athletic opportunities fo'r
girls.

The tennis, baseball, and soflball facilities are located at ldle Hout Park. Both baseball and
softball fields have lights and working scoreboards. The softball dugouts are inferior and
need to be upgraded. The outfield fence is temporary with no fence guard on the top which is
a drawback. The baseball field has a bat-ting cage, pitching machine, and larger press box
than the soflball field. Other athletic facilities include the football field used by a11 levels of

football, as well as arl adjacent practice football field.

The school is in need of a written athletic policies m anual. The current coaches and athletic
staff have amicably and satisfactorily resolved m any of these issues, encountered upon
examination of the facilities and operations. However, docum entation of these policies will
ensure equal and consistent treatm ent in the fum re.

School representatives must aggressively and imm ediately address the issue of oversight of
the booster organizations as mentioned in Item 4. W hile many athletic programs could not
be operated without the ilw olvement of booster organizations, overzealous and unzeported
actions could place the scheol contraly to federal, state or local law if not monitored.

Facility Recomm endations or Concerns
The school shatl imm ediately and aggressively pursue resolution of its loclcer room issues as
detined in this report. lncluded in this action shall be the upgrade of the girls' locker room
facilities for girls' sports, specifically basketball, w'ith m ore functional lockers, graphics, and
carpet, etc. com parable to the boys' locker room . In addition, the girls' varsity basketball
tenm should play all of their gam es in the high school m ain school o'm , and a scheduling
system be developed for proper l'otation of practioe time and location by all teams. Such
resolution shall be reported back to the KH SAA by M ay 15, 2002.

Audit staff recom m ends that school persolm el assist with the upgrade of the softball facility.
Imm ediate attention needs to be given to the dugouts, outfield fence, and overall
m aintenance of the facility. Such plans and progress shall be reported back to the
K H SAA by M ay 15, 2002.

D ear KI-ISAA Staff,

77his letter is in regard to the Title IX Audit that w as conducted at
W ashington County l'Iigh School on Decem ber 18, 2001. The audit team
m ade suggestions to our school that would assist us in being equitable
pertaining to our boys and girls program . W e appreciate your help and
thoughts as it pertains to olzr sm dent athletes.

Recommendation number one concem ed our gkl's locker room  that was
found to not be equitable to our boys. W ork began last w eek during Spring
break to remedy this situation. The locker room was painted and full size
lockers to m atch the boys were moved in. Once school is out for the
summ er, carpeting or tile will be installed on the floor. M embers of the
girl's tenm have been asked to design or choose graphics that will be painted
on the walls. 'rhe àenches that are secured to the tloor will be removed and
chairs will be used for the younj ladies. A large dry eraser board will be
attached to one wall for instructlon purposes.

Another concern was otlr girls' team playing some Varsity games at the
sm aller elem entary gym  across the parking lot. l have spoken to both otlr
boys and girls coaching staff and inform ed them  that all gam es will be
played at the high school gym . ln addition, they were also notified that
practices would be rotated on a weekly basis between the team s. A1l agreed
to these proposals without exception.

Recom mendation number two concerned the upgrade of our softball facility
that is located at city owned, Idle Hour Park. l spoke with Superintendent of
W ashington Cotmty Schools, W illiam Hardin, concem ing this need. He is
in full support of doing what is necessary to bring the facility into



compliance. (See attached memo) W ork should begin this summer on the
dugouts with full com pletion of all proposals by the sum m er of 2003.

As athletic director, t intend to work this summer on the developmcnt of an
athletic policy manual for our school. 1 have spoken with other athletic
directors in our area for suggestions and ideœs. Also, Jim W atkins, who
w orks w ith Jefferson County Schools, m ailed m e a requested m anual from a
school of sim ilar size in his district to assist me in m iting ottr manual.

Lastly, I am spealting to the booster clubs about the need for them m aking
sure w e work together to com ply w ith Title IX stnndards. 1 have used the
suggested Booster Club Av eement that your staff recommended to assist in
this endeavor. 1 hope to have a1l the groups' signature on this doctlm ent
before the end of school.

1 believe 1 have addressed a11 of the considerations that you w ished for in
yotlr audit document. It is w1t,11 strong intent that al1 adminisH tors, coaches
and staff of W ashington County Schools will pursue com plete and total
compliance with Title IX directives. If I can be of further assistance in any
m alm er, please 1et m e know .
