Dear Committee Members:

I am requesting that this committee review this application for membership in the
KHSAA Hall of Fame. This application is being made on behalf of Matthew Q’Neil
Harrell a 1986 graduate of Warren East High School. Matt was an outstanding stadent
athlete during his four years at Warren Hast. Matt competed at the highest level in both
basketball and Track and Field. Matt lettered, in each sport, during the four years that he
participated. :

As a basketball player Matt started on the varsity each of his four years. Matt received
All-District and All-Region recognition. In addition, Matt received All-Warren County
honors. He was also voted the “Player of the Year” for the 85-86 season, his senior
season. Matt’s name is still listed in many school record lists {a basketball program has
been included as documentation of schocl records). Matt and Warren East competed in
the 1986 state tournaments. Matt was the team’s leading scorer that season. After
competing his senior year Matt signed with Division I power Delta State.

With the great team successes Matt had with basketball, Matt then took his individual
skills to the track. As a.irack and. field athlete Matt won three individual state
championships in the 2A state meets during the 1985 and 1986 seasons. Matt won back
to back state championships in the high jump and in 1986 alsc won the 110 meter High
Hurdles. In addition, during the 1986 meet he finished second in the 300 meter hurdles
and third in the triple jump.

Matt continues to hold Warren East track records in the 110 meter High Hurdles in 14.2
and 300 meter hurdles in 38.8. He is currently co-record holder in the high jump at 6-8.
As Matt’s track coach during this period I can attest to Matt’s effort, attitude and the
respect he exhibited towards his teammates, competitors and the sport itself.

I believe that within the purpose of a high school athletic hall of fame, Matt’s
accomplishments merit review for this honor. Matt did, and continues to do so, represent
his family, school and community in the most positive of ways. He is remembered here
and in the Warren County community as an excellent athlete and person.

As Warren East warmed up
for ifs game Friday night
against Franklin-Simpson Fri-
day night, a young boy hollered
for senior Matf Harrell to dunk
the ball.

Harrell snared the pass from

a teammate, took a couple of
dribbles, blasted off of the foor
and did a sweet rock-the-cradie
jam to the delight of the young
fan. }

But taking big leaps is
nothing new for Harrell.

The weil-tanned, net-sizziing
guard became a starter for the
Raiders’ varsity club late in his
freshman year, and has had a
hold on his job ever since,

“I was real honored,” Har-

- rell said. “‘Not everyone gets to
do that. It put a lof of pressure
onme.”’

Harrell came to the Raiders
in a rebuilding year. Stars such
as David Briit, Teny Whitney,
Bobby Young and Junior Jones
recelved their diplomas just as
Harrell was graduating from
Oakland Elementary School.

Harrell averaged about 14

“poinis a game as a freshman,
but Warren East went 3-23 his
firstyear. °

“I remember losing to
Central by six in the districs
tournament,” he said. “I think
Iwent 0 for § that game.”

But thal would be the. low
peint in Harrell's high sechool
careér, :

He has gone on to score 1,104
points for the Raiders in 79
games. His stats this year are

. Bven more impressive, as he

leads the team in scoring (i7.1)
and steals (26).

He also leads the Raiders in
shooting percentage, nailing a
‘cool 30 percent of his shots.

That statistic is embellished by
the fact that he shoots mostly’

from the perimeter, .

“T've gotten the feel ‘for
iumping on my shot,” he said.
“I've got fo jump a certain
height, If I jump toe high, Tl
shoot a brick.”

Harrell’s coach, Tommy
Compton, agrees,

“He jumps so strong that he -

can shoof in heavy pressure,”
Compton said,

But Harrell's leaping talents
are perhaps best displayed on
the track. He has high jumped §
feet 8 inches, just ome inch
short of the Class 24 state
record. He won {the 24 high
jump title last year, ' '

He has been courted by
Harvard for his prowess on the
track.

But Harrell is hoping to piay
college basketball. Western has
seen. him play and many

. colieges are looking at him.

© Harrell attributes much of his
success in  basketball to his
early leap info varsity basket-
bail,

“T've picked up a lot of

common sense of the game .

Harrell said. “it helped me

2 s

understand what I'm supposed
te do. Now I just play relaxed
and don’t worry about scoring a
lot of points.”

Compton noted improvements
in other areas.

“His biggest improvement is
his ability to hit the open man
and run the full court,”
Compton said.

Harrel has 48 assists on the
season.

But Compton offered a lot of
praise for Harrell as a person.

“He's been a pleasure to
coach,” Compton said. “He's
had no problems off of the
court, He disciplines himself
and he has never haad to sit out
a game because of missing
class or practice.”

Harrell said that he has
learned some things in basket-
ball that wiil help him.

“I think that it has helped
me by getting me into many
pressure situations,” he said,
“I think T can be calm and
cope with life’s situations.”

Harrell also wants to prepare
for his biggest leap to come —
the leap to life after basktball
and school., He said that he
infends to major in business
administration in coilege,

But for now, Harell is
enjoying life in high school as
well as life in the air, :

“I like to go oub with the
team on Saturday night,” he
said, “I enjoy just going out
and gelting something to eat,
and things like that.”
