She's something else,
averaging arocund 1§ points a game.
This remarkable young lady has been a
varsity member since she was just a kid
in the sixth grade.

or statistics or anything like thal. “She
just yells,” said ber husband. But does
she ever have io keep her lungs in con-
dition!
