It seemied inevitable that
Chester Herren's Berea
Pirates -and Bob Ackman’'s
Madison-Model Royal pur.
ples would square off for the
trophy. The Bucs were 195
on the year while the Purples
were considered one of the
best guintets in the state as
indicated by their 16-2 record. -
The two squads had en-
countered each other during
the year with Madison
coming out on top.

In the tourney’s first clash,
William E, Pearson’s Central
Scarlets took on the gold and
white clad Kingston Trojans.
Walter W. Moore’s troops led
all the way as Bobby ‘“‘Red”
Stewart played a fine game.

Kingston was on fop 105
after one quarter, 17-11 at the
half and 2416 after three
quarters before settling for
an 11 point (37-26) victery.

Stewart pumped in 17

points for the Trojans while

Webb led the Purples to a 23-

was on top 31-23 after three
periods before whipping
Waco 127 in the last stanza to
take a 43-30 win.

Webb cellected 17 points for
the winners while Blaine
Ciark added 9 markers.
Walter Cornelison was top
gun for Waco as the senior

The Purples went on to the
11th Regional tourney whete
they defeated Lawrenceburg

tourney in Louisville.

Centrat City was
Madisen’s gquarter-final-
opposition and the Purples
fell 32-28 to end their season
with a 23-3 record.

Way.back'in 1943 when Coach
Bob Ackman held his first
practice session for the
Madison-Model Royal Purples,
no one knew that it was the
beginning of a fantastic era of
hasketball for . the Richmond
. school. In the next four years
the Purples took three trips to
the state tournament in
haseketball and two to the state
in baseball.

The 1943-44 season started
slowly. Madisonlost allitsgames
in December and ended
January with a 4-5 record. The
1eam finally jelled in February
with Alonzo Nelson and Jack
Rodgers at, fqrward, Doc

Ferrell at center, Leon Duncan -

and Milton Pearson at guards.
Dick Webb joined the team in
February #nd quickly became
high poinf man against Paris.
Ben Johnson came on sirong,
running second to Webb against
#avanaugh., The Purples
finished their regular season
with nine wins ina row and with
Webb and Johnson in the
slarting lineup.

In the 88th District they
defeated Kirksville 41-24
{Nelson 15, Webb 12), Berea
Academy 28-27 (Nelson 7) and
Berea High 34-25 (Johrson 11).
They captured the 1ith
Regional championship by
knocking off Georgetown 44-26
tJohnson 10), University High
36-27 (Nelson 11}, and Irvine 37-

34 (Johnsonl2). .
The State Tournament was

held in the Alumni Gym in
Lexington. The Purples beat
Hindman 45-32 (Nelson 12) and
Valley 26-25 (Nelson 10). Then,
after leading 16-11 at the 'y they
lost to Davion 41-32 (Nelson 12},
pefore capturing 3rd place in
the State by beating Olive Hill
40-28 (Nelson 12). Harlan won

the championship by beating
Dayton by the same 40-28 score.
Nelson made All State, along
with Harlan's Wah Wah Jones. .
Lonnie hit 11 straight free

throws in the State before -

missing one. :

The team in 1944-45 won 16
and lost only 2. They were
undefeated 10-0'in the CKC but
did not win the conference due
to the Dickinsen ratings. The
first five was made of Jack
Rodgers-and Harold Moberly at
forwards, Dick Webb at center,
Leon Duncan and Blaine Clark
at guards. This team swept
through the 88th District 43-30
aver Waco (Webb 17), 36-24 over
Berea Academy (Moberly 133,
and 31-20 ‘over Berea High
{Rodgers 12}, The 1ith Region
gave them little trouble as they

won over Lawrenceburg 39-34-

(Webb 16}, Georgetown 49-21
{Moberly 12), and University
High 31-16 (Webb 15).

The State tournament had
been moved o the Armory in
Louisviile. There the Madison-
Madel five participated in one of
ihe most thrilling games in the
school's history.
