With great pride T nominate Mr. Robert B. Fox for your consideration and hopeful
placement into the Dawahares/KHSAA Hall of Fame. Bob Fox, who has been often
referred to as the Rick Pitino of the late 60’s, had an outstanding ability to earn respect
from his players by taking raw talent and turning it into perfection through constant
encouragement and support. Bob’s players were his family they were important to him
and each player knew their part in the team’s quest for perfection. Not only did he earn
respect from his players, but also his students, staff of teachers, and citizens of the
community. The late Elmer Kelly with WFMW radio once said that whatever it is that
courses through Fox’s veins should be extracted and bottled. The vitamin industry would
have its toughest competitor. His enthusiasm was contagious to all that came in contact
with him.

Robert B. Fox

Bob Fox was a three-year letterman in basketball and baseball at Earlington High School
from 1945-1948. He graduated from Western Kentucky University and began his
coaching career at Whitesville Junior High School. His gift of putting success together in
such a small time frame is astounding. After one year at Whitesville he accepted a High
School head-coaching job at North Warren High School. He served at that small Warren
County School for four years ending with an 86-31 record and took his team to the
Regional Tournament twice during that span for the first time in the school’s history.
Fox returned to his alma mater in 1962 as both coach and principal, replacing James
Larmouth, who had moved up to Superintendent. During the next five years Fox
compiled a 141-26 record, which included his 1964-65 team that won 30 consecutive
games before losing in the semi-finals of the Regional Tournament. The 1965-66 team
was 29-6 and made it to the Sweet Sixteen, only to lose to Harrison County in the first
round, The following year 1966-67 was to be a different story. Earlington High School
won it all, capping a 38-1 record by defeating Covington Catholic 54-53 in the final
game. Considering the fact that Earlington was a small town of 2800 people with a
school enrollment of 225, he did this while being the administrative head of both the
Earlington Elementary and High School but still had time to coach the Yellowjackets,
which is quite amazing. It was during the 1967 Kentucky State Basketball Tournament
that Coach Adolph Rupp called the Yellowjacket press “The best high school press I've
ever seen.” Following the tournament Fox was selected by the Associated Press, the




United Press, the Courier Journal, and the KHSAA as Coach of the Year in Kentucky and
also coached the “West All Star” squad. Fox left coaching the next year to further his
education. In 1968 Coach Fox earned his Doctorate Degree in the field of Education from
the University of Kentucky. That same year he joined the staff at Murray State
University. He taught in the School of Education and worked with hundreds of student
teachers until he retired in 1983.

Success in many instances is measured in time. Coach Bob Fox coaching career on the
court was short but his accomplishments were great. A nine year coaching career that
produced a 227- 57 won / loss record, winning the Kentucky State High School
Championship in 1667, voted Coach Of The Year by the Associated Press,United
Press, the Courier Journal, the KHSAA as Coach of the Year and finished by coaching
the “West All Star” squad to his final court victory.
