Dear Committee Members:

It is with pride and great pleasure that I nominate Robert Brooks for the Kentucky High
School Hall of Fame. The enclosed information will give the committee an idea of the
many accomplishments of this outstanding former Mr. Basketball for the state of
Kentucky. Robert Brooks will make an outstanding addition to the Kentucky High
School Hall of Fame.

I coached Robert at Richmond Madison High School where he was a four-year starter.
As a 17 year old, 6’5” and 185 pound player, Robert was very young when he graduated.
Although he was younger than many of his peers, he stood out among them through his
accomplishments. Some of the honors Robert received were: All 44™ District, All 11
Region, All Ashland Invitational Tournament Team, All Central Kentucky Conference
Team, All Bluegrass Tournament Team, Second Team All State (as a junior), All State
Tournament Team, and First Team All State (as a senior). Several of these honors he
received more than once. In 1970 Robert was named Mr. Basketball for the state of

Kentucky.

Robert scored an average of 16 points a game as a sophomore. During his junior year he
racked up 23.6 points a game, and by the time he was a senior he averaged 27.5 points
per game. Although Robert played the point most of the time on a 1-3-1 defense, he
managed to average 13 rebounds a game which proves that he was also a great defensive
player. He held the scoring record at Richmond Madison, and he shot over 50 percent all
four years of his high school career. Robert led Richmond Madison, a school of 250
students, out of the 1 1™ regional basketball fournament and to the state tournament during
the seasons of 1968-1969 and 1969-1970. In the 1968-1969 season, Louisville Central
defeated Madison by 8 points in the state tournament. That year Ron King and Otto Petty
led the Louisville Central team, and it was the strongest basketball team I have seen in
Kentucky high schools. In 1969-1970 when Robert led Richmond Madison for the
second time to the state tournament, Louisville Male defeated us by one point in the final
game. It was in that State Tournament that Robert scored a total of 128 points. At that
time that ranked him second to Kelly Coleman in the number of points scored in a single



State Tournament. Robert scored 47 points in one game during that State Tournament
which again was second to Kelly Coleman. Since that time only 2 or 3 players have
outscored Robert’s record, and the three pointer became a factor since then. Robert
scored 52 field goals in the 1970 State Tournament which to this day is second only to
Kelly Coleman. After his high school graduation, Robert was contacted by over 160
colleges and offered scholarships by most of those schools. He chose to attend Eastern
Kentucky University where he had an outstanding career.

Robert was a remarkable and outstanding athlete, but he was more remarkable as a
person. As an eighth grader, Robert witnessed the death of his father who was shot and
killed by a relative. Then during his sophomore year, Robert’s mother died in his arms
when she suffered a massive heart attack. From that point on he and his brother Harvey,
who was 2 or 3 years older and had a disability, were living on their own. Robert did his

- owncookmg, washing; lromng and-all-other-chores athome’necessawtosmiveandbe

successful. The boys had an uncle who checked in with them from time to time.
Therefore, as the old saying goes... he had to pull himself up by his boot straps...which
he did with dignity and success. With all the adversity Robert experienced in his
personal life, he excelled in athletics. He was also voted “Mr. Richmond Madison™ by
his high school peers, which tells you even more about Robert Brooks, the person.

Robert is in a class of his own. He was one of the most outstanding young athletes that
have ever seen, and his accomplishments were met under very difficult circumstances. 1
sincerely hope this committee will give him serious consideration and award him with the
recognition he deserves by inducting him into the Kentucky High School Hall of Fame.

Scored 128 points in the 1970 Sweet Sixteen, which at that time was the second highest total in tournament history.

Scored a school-record 47 points in the Sweet Sixteen quarterfinals against Breathitt County. At the time that was the

second highest mﬁm_m game total in tournament history.

e Scored 32 points in the Sweet Sixteen finals, a 70-69 loss to Male. At the time that was the third highest
championship game total. |

Brooks, who played college vmmwﬁ_uam at Eastern Kentucky, was known for his unorthodox shooting style. “That’s
-probably what led to my demise,” he said with a laugh. When he was young, he had to cock the ball near his ear to get
gommr oomph on it to get it to the basket. He never changed his style. “I kind of hoisted it up there,” he said. “I got away
with it in high school, but when I got to college and played inside against guys who were a Iot bigger, I bad difficulty
getting my shot off. I was more om a run-the-floor player.”

Brooks plans to attend the mmﬁomum of Mr. Basketball winners in Elizabethtown on June 9. Vencill is also expected to be
there. Vencill, a standout E&@u mﬁ E-town who also later coached E-town to the Sweet Sixteen, was inducted into the

Wmmg Hall of Fame in 1994.

I was principal
of Madison High School in 1968-69 and 1969-70 and had the pleasure of
watching young Robert play basketball his junior and senior years. His
coach was Ray Vencill and what a team they were.

Robert led us to the state tournament in both his junior and senior years. This
was quite a feat considering there were only 250 students in the top four
grades at Madison High and we were playing against some of the largest
schools in the state.

I have attended the State Tournament as a player, principal, superintendent,
referee and a member of the Board of Control and I know of no other player
more deserving of this great honor than Robert Brooks. 1 believe he is among
the top echelon of players to ever play basketball in the Kentucky High
School State Tournament. In addition, I know he has become one of
Kentucky’s finest citizens.

Robert was an exemplary student and he was a role model for the entire
student body. He somehow achieved this without the continued help of Mom
and Dad, as both had suffered untimely deaths by the time he was a junior in
high school. However, they sure raised him well to this date, as he was
always in school, always on time, always polite and mannerly. You may
recall those tumultuous years in the late sixties when racial tensions were
high. Robert was one of the reasons we had no problems at Madison High.



The student body, almost without exception, followed Robert’s lead and
when he said quietly that everything was okay, then everyone else agreed.

1t’s been Forty Years since this young man excelied in the sport of basketball
at Madison High. My support on his behalf, to be accorded the recognition
he so greatly deserves, should have been presented many years ago, For this
discretion, I accept full responsibility and offer my deepest apologies to the
nominee, his coach and his ieammates. Robert’s basketball successes are far
too numerous for me to recall. However, I am certain you will read carefully

__the impressive list of achievements submitted by Coach Ray Vencill. You =

can count on one hand the number of players with credentials like this.

Finally, many thanks to all of you for your consideration of this request and
for the many contributions you make to the youth of the Commonwealth of
Kentucky through athletics.
