As a coach, he won over 400 games in his 28 year coaching career at Wolfe County, Johnson
Central, and Bath County. During that time he won two regional championships {1985 & 1986-Johnson
Central girls) and a Class A regional championship (1998-Bath County boys). In addition to basketball,
Alvin alsc coached basebail, football, and cross country. His Johnson Central girls were the cross country
regional champions in 1984 and he had numerous qualifiers in both boys and girls cross country.,

Region 15 has selected him as one of the Top 50 players of all time. Even after retirement, he
has continued to serve as a volunteer assistant in order to stay invoived with the game and with the
students.

Just as a personal note, Alvin is a Vietnam Veteran and was awarded the Branze Star for bravery
and received a Purple Heart,
